citizens with gas as cheap, per cubic tout, and of
as good quality in every respect, as is t'uruisbed in

Boston. New York or Baltimore ”

t he first charter of the Worcester Gas Light Com-

puny was granted February 19, 1850. It contained
a section making the corporation “subject to all tiie

provisions, restrictions, and conditions ul tbc oruer

of the city councii paeseu Alas 3.1849. and also gave
the city the right at any time thereafter, to pur-

chase the iranchise oi the corporation by paying

the actual cost of the works and ten pei cent, inter-

est thereon.

At a meeting ot the stockholders ot the company

held March 12.1850, the following vote was unani-

mously passed: “Whereas the Worcester Gas Light
C ompany have accepted the conditions of an oruer

! <H the city council ot the city of Worcester, bearing
1 date May* 3. 1819 and have assumed all the Habih

ties imposed by said order, us Messrs Bluke, Darri-
cott and their associates, il is now voted, that the

WoicesWrGas Light Company will tully and faith-

An amendment to the act of incorporation was

passed April 24, 1850. repealing the clause in the

? original charter relating to the order us the city
, council of May 3d, 1849, and also the section giving

: corporation, but provided that ‘'the lutes of chaige
• to me cit) and the inhabitants shall not exceed me

! rates that may be charged for gas of similar kind
and quality in either ol the cities of Boston, New

York, or Baltimore.”
< his was not acceptable to the fas company,

and

in May. 1851. still another act ot incorporation was

obtained from the legislature, which differed Horn

the previous one by omitting all special reference to

the price of gas, but contained instead a section

providing that “the corporation hereby created

-hullassume all the liabilities ot the pies ent proprie-
tors of the gas light works of Worcester, in relation

to the making and telling of gas." There is no clause

in this act repealing previous acts ol the legislature

relating to the gas company, and ttie act ol 1850 is
still unrepealed. If the company claims that by
virtue ol that act the city has been deprived of its

right to purchase the franchise of the corporation,
I do not see how it can deny the validity of the

other section of the same act which lixes the price
ut which ir shall furnish the city with gas. Luder
which ot the various acts of incorporation, the

present company is organized and acting is not

Known, nor is it considered material.

Itis understood that the gas company deny that

the order of the city council of May 3,1849, and

their acceptance ol it, and acts under it, cunstitute

a contract. But ifthere is one, they claim that by
the provisions of that order they are only bound to

furuish gas. now and iu all future time, us cheap as

it was iurnished iu Boston, New York, or Balti-
more, at the time of the passage ot the order. In

other words, ii by theimprovemeut in the processes
or by the decline in the cost of manufacture, gas
shall at anytime hereafter be lurnished iu those

cities at one halt or one quarter its cust in 1849, the

Worcester company can still charge the old price,
the word is in the order referring, as -they claim, to
that particular date, and not tu the current plice at

any luture time. By this construction the gas com-

pany willbe only obliged to furnish our city with

gas “ofas good quality” a hundred years hence as

Boston had iu 1849.
Without knowing or taking the trouble to inquire

what the pi ice in those three cities was at that

time. 1 fullyconcur in the opinion ol a former city
solicitor (Devens), that the city should only submit
to this claim of the gas company “when compelled
to do so by law.”

I hat a contract exists between the city and the

gas company, legally, equitably and honorably

binding upon the parties, does not iu
my opinion

admit of a reasonable doubt. Ihe works were con-

structed and the pipes laid tluough the public
streets under the autnuiily and by virtue of the or-

der of the city council, and could not have been
done without such authority. 1lie company, not

only by its acts iu constructing tue woiks, but also

by ita formal votes, accepted the conditions, and

agreed to perform faitbtully all the obligations re-

quired by said order. Nu action ol the ciiy coun-

cil has released the company from those obliga-
tions. nor have its liabilities iu this particular been

materially changed by the action ot the legislature,
in the repeated changes which the company has

procure.! iu its charter. It still claims, and enjoys

undisputed, all the beuefits and privileges granted
to it. and while it penorms substantially and in

good faith its ow n obligations, wiilcontinue to en-

joy them, with the cordial good will of the govern-
ment and people of the city. The burdens from
which it seeks io relieve itself ate partly temporary
iu their nature, are not incident to the contract,
nor in any manner caused by the city, but are such
as are, at the present time, equally borne by the city
and every other public and private interest.

The price now charged fur gas in tach of the
cities of Boston, New York and Baltimore, includ-
ing government tax. is $2.75 per 1000 cubic feel.

The interests involved iu this question are of

great importance to the welfare of the city. While
it may not be expedient at the present time to re-

quire a reduction iu the price of the gas furnished
by the

gas company below what has been hitherto

charged, although the time may come w hen it will
be

necessary’ and proper to do so. lam ol opinion
that the city cannot, injustice to itself and to its in-

habitants, submit tu the claims of the
gas company

to change at jtß pleasure the terms and conditions

upon which the city has granted to it its valuable

rights and privileges, “unless compelled .to do so by
law.” The opinion of the city solicitor is herewith
submitted.

The passage of the accompanying orders is re-

commended.

The Rebels Driven out of Fiedcrick.

IMMENSE TRAILS up HORSES ANSS
CJATTL.E CAPTUHt.M 1& Y THE

AaIISEKS.

No Neww fiom Washington.

Quiet Reigns in Baltimore-

Baltimore, July 12 —We have nothing
from Washington but street rumors—no dis-

patches, no papers, no trains.

The rebels were again driven out of Fred-
erick yesterday, ami the old flag again waves

over it. About 9 o’clock a division of Cole’s

cavalry came dashing in, and a fight took

place in the streets between our troops and a

small rebel guard left there of only about a

hundred men. The captain was killed,and the
balance of the rebels driven out and pursued
in the direction ot Monocacy. The sebels
had demanded a contribution of $20,000 in

greenbacks. A committee of citizens was ap-
pointed to negotiate with them for the safety
of persons and property, and a pledge was

finally given that if the money was paid none
would be molested either in person or prop-
erty, which pledge was kept and the money
paid down. The only property destroyed
was the government staples, which were tired
on.

On Sunday, during the time of rebel pos-
session, their foraging parties, who went out

into the country to secure horses and cattle,
came in with large droves of cattle, pigs, and

sheep, and at times the main streets us Fred-
erick were literally filled with horses ami cat-

tle, all of which were driven down to the
fords and sent across into Virginia. Our in-
formant says lie came to the city by the Balti-
more pike, and the only rebels lie met on the
road were some fifteen cavalry near Oarroil’s

manor, some fourteen miles from Baltimore.
They asked him if he knew anything of the
whereabouts ot Bradley T. Johnson's cavalry.
He replied he did not, but shortly afterwards
learned that Johnson had crossed the pike at

Carroll’s manor at 9 o’clock yesterday morn-

ing, with an immense train of captured hor-
ses going towards the Potomac. As lie had
command of the raiders in that vicinity, it

may be presumed they have all gone towards
the Potomac. The rebels did very slight
damage to the Monocacy iron bridge. Itwas
too strong.

The conductor ofthe 9 o’clock a. m. Wash-

ington train reported that there had been no

fighting up to the time lie left. At quarter to

one o’clock Ihe telegraph was cut. I learn
from Annapolis Junction that the rebels ob-
tained possession of the road at Beltsville
and Bladensburg about one o’clock, and up
the latest advices still held it, amusing them-
selves by destroying bridges and tearing up
the track. They are said to be in considera-
ble force.

’1 here is no evidence of the appearance of

any rebel forces, even of guerrillas, in Balti-
more county. Ail has been quiet around the

city to day. The work of strengthening the
fortifications is progressing with great energy
under the direction of Gen. Ord. Gov. Brad-
ford has issued a proclamation calling out the
enlire militia force of the city, which will

proceed with the defences to-morrow.
We learn that party of 150 rebels had ar-

rived at Towsortown tlO last night, being
a part ot Gilmore’s command, returning from

burning Gunpowder Bridge. They had with
them in carriages Gen. Franklin and staff.

They remained till midnight. They had a

slight skirmish with some pickets during the

night near Shepard asylum, and one of our
men was captured or killed.
Tne Capture of Gen. Franklin Confirm-

ed—The Injuries to tile Northern Cen.

trnl Rutlrond.

Havre de Grace, July 12.—There is no

doubt ot the capture of Gen. Franklin, which
is confirmed by Lieut. Col. Mitchell, inspec-
tor ot the 9th corps, who was present at the

time, and afterwards escaped.
The rebels have destroyed 450 feet of

Gunpowder bridge, including the draw, and
500 feet more were partially destroyed, the

strong pieces and cross ties being burned.
The repairers expect to finish their work
within four days, but may require a week.

The constructii.il tram which started this

morning for Gunpowder bridge and Magno
lia returned safely this evening, the railroad

and telegraph men having accomplished their

object. The steamer Lancaster, which start-

ed last night for Baltimore, has been ordered

back to-night. It is probable the steamer

Maryland will also housed by the government
lor the transportation of troops. The rebels

only destroyed a dozen telegraph poles at

Magnolia.

The Wounded nt Monocacy.

Philadelphia, July 12. — Intelligence
reached here to-day that the wounded on the

battle field at Mf.nocacy were uncared for.

A special train left this evening lor Gettys-
burg with fourteen delegates of the Christian

commission and ninety-two boxes of stores.

The Central railroad furnishes transportation
toGettysburg, whence the commissioners send

stores to the battlefield. Everything possi-
ble will be done for the sufferers.

The New York Militia.

Albany, July 12.—Gov. Seymour has is-

sued a general order tor ail regiments of the

national guard to hold themselves in readi-

ness for immediate service; also an appeal to

the p ople to join the national guard. Unless

this shall he done at once, he cannot respond
t<» the call of the president, lie implores all

citizens tu lay aside their passion and preju-
dice and cordially unite in measures essential

to national unity, the power of our state, and

the peace and good order of society.

The New Jersey Mililia.

Trenton, N. .1., July 12. —Gov. Parker

has issued a piochimation. A Iterstating that

he has received no requisition from the pres-
ident or tie governor of Pennsylvania for

troops, he says that he views the expedition
as more serious than an ordinary raid, and

that the national capital is seriously threaten-

ed, and calls on the citizens of New Jersey
to immediately organize into companies for

thirty days in Pennsylvania, Maryland, and

the District of Columbia.

The Pirate Forida.

Boston, July 12. — The United States
steamer Corcassian, which arrived yesterday
from the gulf, has received a heavy armament

and a fullcrew, and will sail this evening in

pursuit of the Florida, Commodore Craven in

command.

New York. July 12.—The schooner How-

ard, from Cat Island, has arrived, and reports
that she was captured on the 10th by the pi-
rate Florida and bonded for S6OOO. Sixty-

The Blacks Itegianeuts lit Missouri—Ho-
tel Burned in St. Kouis.

Gen. Ewing will hereafter have

charge of negro recruiting in the state, and

willprosecute the work with greater vigor
than it has hitherto been done. Gen. Rose-

crans order No. 107 is being very generally
responded to throughout the state.

Syuii»touiM of Catarrh,

The firstsensation Is usually a feeling ofdryness and
heat in the nose, and a frequent inclination to sneezing.
There is an inability to breathe freely, as the nose be-
comes stopped up, sometimes on one side, sometimes on

the other.

Boun a clear, watery, acrid di charge makes its ap-

pearance, excoriating the nostrils and edges ol the lips,
which become red and some swollen Altera few days
the discharges become thick, yellowish, extremely fre-

quent, and continue to be a marked feature ol the dis*

ease, and a source of much danger and tne greatest an-

noyance. After in >re or less time, it becomes purulent,
highly offensive, and assumes an extremely fetid odor

It is usually so profuse as to require, when confined to

the nose, the frequent application of the handkerchief,
or. if It drops into the throat, which is more particularly
the case while the body is in a horizontal position, con-

stant expectoration and sometimes both.

Sleep is frequently disturbed by a sensation ofchok

ing. caused by the presence of the discharge in the

throat Owing to the heat in the head, the watery por

tion of the discharge often evaporates and assuming a

condition of s<didit_>, is deposited upon the membrane

of the nose and upper part of the throat, in the shape of

crusts or hardeded lumps. Tne acc imuiatious of these
incrustations produces a feeling of discomfort, and i.ar-

rows the usual pas ages so as to embarrass respiration
Therefore, frequent efforts have tu be made to remove

them, either by forcibly blowing the nose, or by persist-
ent hawking—a practice as disagreeable to the one af-

fected as ins to those around him. After the removal,
that side of the incrustation which adhered to the mu-

cous membrane will sometimes bo lound bloody, a fact

which explains the ftree requi cd lor its disiodgement.
Daring sleep these incrus aLuus aucumalate more rap-

dly.and the fee ing Is therefore most uncomfortable in

the morning. Sometimes a.lefivin to clear the throat

are futile, uut.l after brcukiasi or after something warm

as swallowed. Same patients state that they arc not

successiul until they have swallowed seme whiskey or

brandy. The discharge, which is at first without smell,
assumes in the progress us tne complaint an excessively
fe:id odor, ths breath participates in this, and becomes
occasionally s:> revoltingiy often Ive as to render the

patient aa obje t of disgust to himself as well us to
others.

Ulceration of the mucous membrane of the notestakes

place frequently, sometimes even attaching the bones,
when sina 1 particles of that substance wiil occasionally
be found mixed with ihe discharge- The accumulation
of the discharge, together witu the thicuened concitiun

of the mucous membrane, renders respiration through
the nasal passages very difficult' and often times impos-

sible, necessitating respiration principally through the

mouth—a method very deleterious to the general health,
but more particularly to the lungs, as will be shown
hereafter, ihe unpleasant noise produced dining sleep,
known as snoring, originates from the same cause. The

voice loses its musical quality, and assumes a disonant,
harsh, and nasal character; the sense oi smell becomes

much impaired or entirely lust, and the same eflect,
though less frequent, is produced un the sense of taste.

Occasionally, while blowing the nose, a crackling or

baubling sound will be beard in the ear, and hearing wil
be lound quite thick and stopped up, but returns sud-
denly with something like a snapping sound. This phe-
nomenon is usually repeated until, at one time

hearing does not return, and remains permanently in
urea.

Noises m the head of every conceivable description
wiil make their appearance and add to the distress of
the sufferer, and hearing ma be lost so gradually that a

considerable degree us deafness may exist before the
person is really aware of the fact The ej es are apt to
become weak, irritable, and disposed to water on expo-
sure to cold and wind, or after the slightest exertion. A
pain, more or less acute, or a distressing feeling ofpres
sure, is experienced over tins eyes, and suine inies on

the top or back of the head, and also pain iu the face,
closely resembling neuralgia, for *hich it is very often
mistaken. The distress in the head weakens the mem-

ory and produces irritabilityand uiuruseness of disposi-
tion.

ihe stomach generally suffers more or less, is weak
and irritable, the appetite is capricious, am! is nearly
always bad in the morning. In severe cases the system
becomes feeble, proslrated, and there is an aversion or

inability to e.ther physical or mental exertion. Not

unfrcquently catarrh proves fatal, either by debilitating
the system and wearing out the patient, or by travel-

lingdownward and uroduclng throat affections, bron-

chitis, and finally consumption It may be safely as-

serted that alter hereditary predisposition*, ch tarrh is the
most frequent and important cause of this complaint.
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
